LOCATION

Blue Mountain Dam is located on the Petit Jean
River at river mile 74.4, one and one-half miles south-
west of Waveland, Arkansas. There are 488 square miles
of drainage area above the dam.

PURPOSE

Blue Mountain is one of several projects constructed
in the Arkansas River Basin for the primary purpose of
flood control. The project also offers excellent recrea-
tional opportunities.
CONSTRUCTION

Construction of the outlet works was initiated in
1940 and completion of the overall project was ac-
complished in June 1947. Cost of construction was
approximately $4,770,000.
